Test case is a description of what to be tested, what data to be given and what actions to be done to check the actual result against the expected result.

What are the items of test case?

Pre-Condition

Description

Expected Result

Actual Result

Status (Pass/Fail)

Remarks.

Can this test cases reusable?

Yes, Test cases can be reusable.

Test cases developed for functionality testing can be used for Integration/System/Regression testing and performance testing with few modifications.

What are the characteristics of good test case?

A good test case should have the following:

TC should start with “what you are testing”.

TC should be independent.

TC should not contain “If” statements.

TC should be uniform.

Eg. <Action Buttons> , “Links”…

Are there any issues to be considered?

Yes there are few Issues:

All the TC’s should be traceable.

There should not be too many duplicate test cases.

Out dated test cases should be cleared off.

All the test cases should be executable.
